Attendance Policy


It is the mission of Omardeen School of Accountancy Ltd (OSAL), to provide a high level of tertiary education by providing competent and experienced instructors, proper teaching resources and continued guidance to students so that they can achieve success in their academic education.

The School monitors classroom attendance via a student register (which is also a pre-requisite of MSTTE). Lecturers are required to pick up attendance register from the administration office and return document to the said area upon completion of the class period. Attendance is taken at any time during the class period, upon the discretion of the lecturer. Each student is required to sign the class register as evidence of his/her attendance. It is the student’s responsibility to sign the register. 


It is the School’s policy to phone or e-mail students who have missed three classes consecutively. Absences will be recorded in the Absent Record File. At that point students will   be reminded of our discontinuation policy if necessary. It is the responsibility of students to get in contact with lecturers to acquire missed course work covered during their absence. In the event that student cannot communicate with lecturers, the administrative staff can assist in getting the necessary information. It is not a requirement for lecturers to provide personal contact information to students.
