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The following entry requirements relate specifically to Association of Chartered Certified Accountants (ACCA) students who seek GATE funding for their ACCA and/or CAT programmes.

1. Entry Requirements for the CAT and ACCA programmes

Necessary entry requirements  to qualify for access for GATE funding for the CAT and ACCA programmes are as follows:

CAT

· 4 O’Level passes

· Student with less than 4 O’ Level passes can access GATE funding for T1 and T2 only. 

· Upon successful completion of these papers students can receive GATE funding to complete programme.


ACCA

· 2 A’ Level passes and 3 GCSEs or equivalent including Mathematics and English

· CAT qualification (exempted from Knowledge Level)

· Successful completion of F2 and F3 – Students entering through the Mature Student Entry route will only qualify for GATE funding on successful completion of F2 and F3 of ACCA.

2. Requirements for Progression and Repeat Entitlements

Certified Accounting Technician (CAT) 
Introductory Level: T1 and T2/Intermediate level: T3 and T4

1) Students are allowed to combine papers within the Introductory and Intermediate Levels (T1 to T4)
Advanced Level: (Compulsory Papers) T5, T6, T7 (Two options) T8, T9, T10

1) T5, T6 and T7 – successful examination results for T1, T2 and T3, and proof of having paid for the examination for T4 where that paper was attempted.  Students can pursue T4 with these compulsory Advanced Level papers. To do so however, successful examination results for T1 to T3 must be submitted.

2) Optional papers T8 to T10 – successful completion of Introductory and Intermediate Level papers, and proof of having paid for the examination for at least two (2) compulsory Advanced Level papers.

Students are not entitled to any payments to repeat papers.

Association of Chartered Certified Accountants (ACCA)

Knowledge Level: F1, F2 and F3 (No repeat entitlements)

1) Students are allowed to pursue F1 to F3 (Knowledge Level papers) along with F4 of the skills Level.

Skills Level: F4, F5, F6, F7, F8 and F9 (Repeat entitlements for a maximum of two (2) papers)

1) Successful completion of F1 to F3 and proof of having paid for the examination for F4 if attempted.

Professional Level: P1, P2, P3 (Essentials) and P4, P5, P6, P7 (Two Options) (Repeat entitlements for a maximum of two papers)

1) P1 to P3 – successful examination results for at least five (5) Skill Level papers

2) P4 to P7 – proof of having paid for examinations for at least two(2) papers among P1 to P3 with successful completion of F1 to F9.
4. Request for Clearance Form


All students wishing to access GATE funding must fill out a Request for Clearance Form and receive the necessary approval – GATE Clearance Letter – from the Funding and Grants Administration Division (FGAD) prior to filling out a GATE application form.
To obtain a GATE clearance letter, students must attach the following documents to the Request for Clearance form. 

New students
1. Letter of acceptance or Request for clearance form stamped and signed by local institution.

Continuing Students

1. Students continuing in the same programme must provide examination results for particular papers required for continued GATE funding and where applicable proof of having paid for the examination for specific papers. 

2. Students who previousl y accessed GATE and are now moving on to a new porgramme must attach proof that they completed the previous GATE funded Programme.

3. GATE Application/Claim Form
When GATE clearance has been approved, students must complete a GATE application/claim form with attached documents as follows:

1. Original GATE clearance approval letter (copy for subsequent term/semester in the year)

2. Copy of Birth Certificate, National Identification Card or Passport showing proof of citizenship

A Note to Students

Students

Students wishing to access GATE will not be required by Funding and Grants Administration Division (FGAD) to pay tuition fees at any institution.

Students without GATE Clearance  approval would not receive GATE funding and would be required to pay their own tuition fees.
Proof of residency 
All GATE applicants must provide proof of residency over the past three years in Trinidad and Tobago. Copies of the following can be provided:

· Job letter stating date of employment 
· Recent CXC/A’Level results

· Passport
· Income Tax returns
